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BOULES & PETANQUE

Inaugural Village Tournament – Sunday 5th May 2024 from 3pm
Form a team of three or more people and let’s have a big community opening of the new boules pitch, in the field by the pub and village hall.  Just come along or email any questions to toddstrehlow@yahoo.com
All equipment will be available on the day.  After the opening, equipment can be borrowed from the Duck pub, or from the Village Hall.

Boules basics:

· Flip a coin

· Scratch a 50cm circle in the gravel (all throws involve keeping both feet in the circle)

· Toss the jack 6 to 10 meters.

· The steel ball is tossed (underarm) to get as close as possible to the jack.

· After that first toss, it’s the other team’s turn.

· The team that doesn’t have a boule closest to the jack throws again and again until they do, or are out of boules. 
· Only the team with the boule closest to the jack gets points. One point is given for each boule that is closer to the jack than the other team’s closest boule.
· Keep playing rounds until one team has 13 points.
· Teams can have one, two, or three people – or more, informally.
